(Note: Anyone successful in the ballot will be expected to attend a Board meeting, following the AGM, on the Monday afternoon of 6 June).
Please note that nominations may be self made but they must be seconded by another CTC member. You MAY nominate another member, but you must ensure you have obtained their agreement. Nominations and/or votes may only be made by member companies who have fully paid their subscriptions for 2011.
Finally, our AGM forms part of a CTC fam trip to Ironbridge Gorge on Sunday afternoon 5 June (from 1.45pm) and evening social and dinner (from 6.30pm), with overnight accommodation, as guests of Accor Hospitality at the Mercure Shrewsbury Albrighton Hall Hotel & Spa. 
The AGM (starting at 09.30) on Monday 6 June is the primary opportunity during the year for members to have their say on what they want from the CTC and there will be an open session for members to discuss any issues and give their views on how they would like to see the CTC develop as a member organisation. This will be followed by a presentation by Towergate Chapman Stevens on pension reform.
